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Anaphylaxis Due to Salol (Phenyl Salicylate) in Mist Salol et Menthol
(Over-the-Couter (OTC) Stomachic): Case report in Thailand

Over-the-Couter (OTC) medicines are often perceived as safe by the consumer because they are freely
available for self selection. Immediate allergic hypersensitivity reactions with OTC medicine are rarely
reported. We diagnosed a presumably IgE-mediated allergic hypersensitivity reaction comprising
angioedema and bronchospasm 35 minutes and generalized erythema 10 minutes after the adminitration of
“Mist Salol et Menthol” (OTC Stomachic) for anti-diarrhea in a Thai 18-year-old girl. On admission, she
had trouble breathing and wheezing. The diagnosis was anaphylaxis from salicylic acid which supported
by the past medical history. Her underlying cause was asthma and, last year, patient twice experienced
anaphylaxis symptoms. Once from coloring agent and benzoic acid-containing preserved-squid in noodle
and another event from phenyl salicylate-compounding in “Mist Salol et Menthol”, both substances had a

acetyl salicylic acid moiety. Evidence showed that salicylic acid induced urticaria and angioedema in 20%



to 40% of patients. In severe cases, a salicylate allergy can lead to a life-threatening reaction.

Auspiciously, this case had consciousness spontaneously under intensive care with parenteral adrenaline,

chlopheniramine maleate, and fluid therapy. She recovered completely on the next day with oral

prednisolone and chlopheniramine maleate. Naranjo’s algorithm evaluation was definite adverse event

from “Mist Salol et Menthol”. Patient was advised not to use any salicylic acid preparation, also NSAIDs.

Our case strengthens that in any patient with salicylate sensitivity would be evoked allergic symptoms.

Then, the need for a systematic allergological investigation in case of immediate hypersensitivity reactions

for all drugs and all modes of administration. It is rare for pharmacists to record details of OTC adverse

events for any purchasing. This may be time to change because notifications from community pharmacists

will increase the number of adverse drug reactions records of OTC and may generate new safety signals.
